capacity over a 18 month
build phase.

The TTR9000 was specially
designed for this project
because of the very tight
restrictions on the site. As the
turntable was to be placed on
an existing suspended slab
and we could not excavate a
pit the height of the turntable
was the key to a successful
design.

ATC redesigned our market
leading in-ground Truck
Turntable which has a height
of 400mm to a 250mm over-
all height. ATC then
designed a 360 degree
ramping system to service
the turntable and a specially
designed drive system to
work with the new 250mm
overall height.

A normal Truck Turntable
installation would take 5-6
days without the ramp
system but with this fully
operation dock ATC was
required to install the
turntable and ramp system
over a weekend so normal
dock operation was not
affected. This massive
undertaking was completed
with no re-work to the turntable
onsite.

The client has indicated that
due to the success of the
Re-locatable turntable will
moved to alternate sites to
service future construction
projects.
